A Notice of Intent for the following project submitted in accordance with R307-401-1, Utah Administrative Code (UAC), has been received for consideration by the Director:

Company Name:	United States Gypsum Company
Location:	United States Gypsum Company- Sigurd Plant – 78 N State St, Sigurd, UT
Project Description:	United States Gypsum Company (USG), owns and operates a gypsum product manufacturing plant located in Sigurd in Sevier County.  USG has requested to reduce air flow rates through four (4) baghouses.  The new flow rates are minimum air flow rates through the baghouses, therefore, USG is not proposing any emission changes. 

The completed engineering evaluation and air quality impact analysis showed the proposed project meets the requirements of federal air quality regulations and the State air quality rules.  The Director intends to issue an Approval Order pending a 30-day public comment period.
