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NOTICE

A Notice of Intent for the following project submitted in accordance with R307-401-1, Utah Administrative Code (UAC), has been received for consideration by the Director:

Company Name:	Graymont Western US Incorporated
Location:	Graymont Western US Incorporated - Cricket Mountain Plant – 32 Miles Southwest of Delta, Utah; Highway 257, P.O. Box 669, Delta (Millard), UT
Project Description:	Graymont Western US Incorporated (Graymont) has submitted an Notice of Intent to add 1) an alternate operating scenario (AOS) to limit hydrochloric acid (HCl) and total Hazardous air pollutant(s) (HAPs) emissions from the kilns and 2) a limestone fines product loadout process.

AOS to Limit HCl and Total Hazardous air pollutant(s) Emissions
Graymont has proposed to add an AOS with emissions limits for HCl and total HAPs to ensure the facility operates below major source thresholds of HAPs 
	(10 tons per year for one (1) HAPs or 25 tons per year for combined HAPs. The AOS includes monitoring and recordkeeping requirements that Graymont will have to follow in order to demonstrate that the facility is an area source of HAPs. As a minor source of HAPs, the Cricket Mountain Lime Plant will no longer be subject to Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations 63 Subpart AAAAA.

Graymont is only required to meet the requirements of the AOS if they elect to operate as an area source of HAPs. If Graymont choses to become a major source of Hazardous air pollutant(s) again, a permit modification will be required.

The main elements of the AOS are:
- Annual emission limit of 9.5 tons per year of HCl and 24 tons per year of total HAPs
- Continuous Emissions Monitoring Systems (CEMS) requirements for monitoring HCl emissions
- Stack test requirements for organic and metal HAPs
- Reporting requirements to demonstrate compliance with annual limits

Since the AOS is a voluntary requirement that is not effective until Graymont elects to commence operations as an area source of HAPs, the Potential to Emit for the facility shown in this modification was not updated to incorporate the emission limits of the AOS.

Limestone Fines Product Loadout Process
Graymont has requested to add a limestone fines product loadout process. This process will produce a limestone fines product that is loaded into trucks for transportation and sale. The process will include a screen and associated hopper, conveyors, a diesel generator, a tent storage area, a loadout hopper, and a loadout conveyor and associated diesel generator. 

The completed engineering evaluation and air quality impact analysis showed the proposed project meets the requirements of federal air quality regulations and the State air quality rules.  The Director intends to issue an Approval Order pending a 30-day public comment period.  The project proposal, estimate of the effect on local air quality and draft Approval Order are available for public inspection and comment at the Utah Division of Air Quality, 195 North 1950 West, Salt Lake City, UT 84116.  Written comments received by the Division at this same address on or before April 2, 2021 will be considered in making the final decision on the approval/disapproval of the proposed project. Email comments will also be accepted at cwyffels@utah.gov.  If anyone so requests to the Director in writing within 15 days of publication of this notice, a hearing will be held in accordance with R307-401-7, UAC.

Under Section 19-1-301.5, a person who wishes to challenge a Permit Order may only raise an issue or argument during an adjudicatory proceeding that was raised during the public comment period and was supported with sufficient information or documentation to enable the Director to fully consider the substance and significance of the issue.
